The State Advisory Council on Juvenile Justice (SACJJ) and the Department of Family Services (DFS) is announcing the availability of federal funds under the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant Program, through the office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP).  
The JABG Program provides an opportunity to reinforce sound juvenile justice practice already occurring in communities, as well as to advance existing practice through the enhancement of programs to provide appropriate services and sanctions to juvenile offenders. By a federally-established formula, certain units of local government are eligible to receive these grant funds through a non-competitive process.  The awarding funds to local units of government will not be less than $10,000 with a minimum cash match of 10% required. Therefore, we encourage you to combine allocations with other city and county jurisdictions if your allocation is not over $10,000 in order to maximize the JABG purpose areas. We do ask that if you are combining allocations, please have the attached Waiver Form (Attachment C) completed by the city or county you are working with acknowledging their willingness to combine the allocations. 
Please focus funding efforts towards only one or two of the seventeen purpose areas, if possible.  The grant period will be from July 1, 2011 through December 31, 2012.
